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Hello friends. 
 
Summer is winding down, we experienced record breaking service levels in August of greater than $80,000. This is huge when 
you consider that we spent $625,000 for all of last year. There is no sign of slowing down either as the need in our community 
continues to grow. Thanks to your generous support, and the blessing of a few grants, we have been able to meet the high 
demand for our services. 
 
We were blessed to receive $31,000 of Federal stimulus money, $20,000 from Project Hunger, and $15,000 from United Way 
for a protein grant. This allowed us to provide sorely needed rental, utility and food assistance. Frankly, without these we would 
have been turning people away for food as the need has gotten that great. 
 
Unfortunately, donations are down significantly from our two largest pots of money, individual donors and churches. This is 
obviously indicative of the economy as a lot of those who have supported us in the past simply cannot afford to do so at this 
time. If you can’t we still greatly appreciate all you have done for us in the past. If you have managed to continue to give, we 
greatly appreciate your ongoing support. 
 
Our enhanced service areas for client check-in and food delivery have really paid off in meeting this tremendous demand. We 
have also changed the amount of food given from 3 days to 5, as well as increased the frequency with which people can avail 
themselves of these services from quarterly to monthly. 
 
We have also given the building a face-lift in Melbourne in more ways than one. Please stop by and check out the new look. All 
done with donations and volunteer efforts!  Unfortunately, our building was sinking and we had to literally lift it, via concrete 
grout pouring. This took a full 5.5 yards of concrete. Special thanks to Brevard Grouting’s Emory Shopke for giving us a great 
price on this service. This brings our yearly total for building repairs to over $45,000 to date, ouch!!! This really hurts and 
drains our very limited financial resources. 
 
In our continued effort to improve the quality of our services we have embarked on several new initiatives including: enhanced 
volunteer coordination and the betterment of the website. We have also changed the Palm Bay Client Service Center and Thrift 
Store days to Tuesday through Saturday to better serve our working poor clients for whom weekdays was not really an option. 
 
The continued economic stresses and resultant needs are an ever increasing challenge for the Sharing Center both financially 
and logistically. To this end we need your support now more than ever! We truly appreciate all you have done in the past and 
pray you are blessed with the resources to do even more in the future. Many thanks to you ……as all we do is made possible 
through the grace of your generous donations.

The young 
people from Hope Lutheran Church in Viera and  
from the Lutheran League worked very hard in the 
hot sun to give the Center a badly-needed coat of 
paint. Richards Paint donated the paint and Bre-
vard Rentals donated the use of a pressure washer 
and scissor lift. 
 
Local artist, Sharon Cantoni, painted the beautiful 
murals on the building making the Center one of 
the most beautiful buildings in the area. 
 
LLC improved the Center’s landscap-
ing and volunteers from United Way Emerging 
Leaders, Harris Corporation and GE worked tire-
lessly inside and out. 
 
A second pantry was added and  the thrift store 
was rearranged to better serve clients and store 
customers.  A second pantry allows grocery orders 
to get bagged before the clients come in.  With the  
bag of groceries ready, we just add dairy and meat 
extras and they’re on their way. 
 
The client services area was also rearranged in 
order to service more clients.  A small area for 
children was created to keep the children occupied 
while mom and/or dad talk to the client service 
representative. 
 
Thank you to all the volunteers and staff who 
helped with this huge project! 
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We urgently need volunteers!  The Sharing Center has many opportunities for you to 
help; whether its once a week or once a month.  We need volunteers to answer the 
phones, sort donations, work in the thrift stores, data entry, applying labels to  the 
newsletter and getting it mailed, helping load and unload the truck, case managers 
and so much more.
